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TIME-OUTS

Time Outs (Detention) at the Academy
This year at the Academy we have introduced some changes to the organisation of Time
Outs:

Late Time Out

If a student is late to school they will receive a 10-15minute Time Out that lunchtime.

If a student is late 3 times in a week they would also receive a PAUSE Time Out on Friday
lunchtime. If there is a legitimate reason for lateness such as a dentist or doctor’s
appointment please write a note in the student planner so that staff will be aware and not
issue a Time Out.

PAUSE Time Out
PAUSE stands for:

Punctuality

Attitude (Behaviour)
Uniform

Student Planner
Equipment

As you are aware students are rewarded PAUSE Points if they are Punctual, have a good
attitude & behaviour, are in correct uniform, have their planner and the correct equipment.
These points can eventually used to ‘buy’ stationary from the school shop or exchanged for
vouchers at the end of the year.

If students get logged 3 times in any one PAUSE category then they will receive a 30 minute
Time Out on Friday lunchtime.

If students get logged 3 times in more than one PAUSE category then they will receive a
Time Out on Friday and Monday lunchtime for 30 minutes. These lunchtime Time Outs are
replacing the Friday after school Time Out although any student who fails to attend the
lunchtime Time Out will be placed in an after school Time Out for 1 hour with a member of
ALT (Academy Leadership Team). Students will receive 24 hours notice for any Time Out
after school.

Students in a Time Out at lunchtime will still be able to get their lunch after their Time Out has
finished.
