This programme is designed to help students who are not reading at the average 
national level and who need to improve in order to achieve in other subjects across 
the board.  If your child has been selected as one who would benefit from this 
programme then you should have already received a letter informing you of this. 
 
If your child is on this programme then it is imperative that the child attends as 
many lessons as possible.  If your child has good attendance to lessons, follows 
instructions and genuinely tries their best, then there is no reason why your child 
should not complete this programme able to read at a higher level.  Every child that 
has followed this programme and done these things has improved their reading 
age and assessment scores overall.  One boy was asked why he achieved an N on 
his first maths assessment and then a level 4 on the next one, his answer was that 
he simply could read and understand the questions now, and this can be seen 
across the board with many students. 
 
Your child would have been given a laminated pass which acts as their hall pass 
but also has the times and days of their lessons on it.  Please make sure that they 
are aware when they have their reading lesson and write it into their 
planner.  Attendance to lessons is the first hurdle that needs to be jumped, and with 
your help at home we will be able to make this a smooth transition.
